Description of your possible lesson plan according to Dudeney and Hockly’s (2007) Warmer, Web, and What next strategies (You may use the back of this week):

The lesson is in the computer lab.

For the warmer part, the teacher introduces very basic terms of the stories and how to analyse stories.  Later, the teacher gives some examples of famous stories. The teacher gives headphones to each student.

In the web, at first, the teacher opens web page and wants the students to listen altogether. After that, the teacher wants them to listen and click by themselves on their own computer. 

For the activity part, there is worksheet on the computer and the teacher wants them to answer the comprehension questions and fill the gaps with the suitable words.
